Hundreds of Prove It! skills verification assessments are available for documenting a variety of workplace
skills. For example, an administrative office job seeker may request the Microsoft Word 2007 assessment in
order to document his or her MS Office skill level, or a warehouse job seeker may request a Forklift Operation
assessment in order to demonstrate his or her competency using a forklift.

Prove It! assessments can be taken from your home computer or any computer with internet access. Results
for most assessments are available instantly and will be sent to your personal email. The Workforce
Registration System has a list of the most frequently requested assessments or a complete list of Prove It!
assessments can be found at www.proveit.com. Identify up to ten individual assessments, and then request
a Prove It! Session ID from the LCWC.
